PLANNING AND ZONING 

Mr. Veryl Morrell, Land Use Administrator; Mr. Bill Goebel, Land Use Specialist; and Mr. Scott Salsbury, Land Use Planner presented the following items for the Board’s consideration. 


Commissioner Bennett moved and Commissioner Landkamer seconded the motion to set October 23, 2001 as a Public Hearing date to amend a Blue Earth County Land Use Ordinance by establishing living standards for structures being used for residential purposes in Blue Earth County.  The motion carried.  2001-312


Commissioner Bennett moved and Commissioner More seconded the motion to approve the following:

RESOLUTION GRANTING PRELIMINARY AND FINAL PLAT APPROVAL OF A FOUR LOT RESIDENTIAL SUBDIVISION IN AN R-1, RURAL RESIDENCE ZONED DISTRICT IN THE SW 1/4 OF THE SE 1/4, SECTION 9, AND THE NW 1/4 OF THE NE 1/4, SECTION 16, BOTH IN STERLING TOWNSHIP

WHEREAS, Neal and Shelli Grover, owners of the property contained within the boundaries of the Final Plat of Sterling Center Acres Subdivision, have requested approval of a Preliminary and Final Plat, located in the R-1, Rural Residence Zone in the SW1/4 of the SE 1/4, Section 9, and the NW 1/4 of the NE 1/4, Section 16, both in Sterling Township, to be known and recorded as Sterling Center Acres; and,

WHEREAS, the Planning Commission of the County on the 5th Day of September, 2001, following proper notice held a public hearing regarding adoption of the proposed Final Plat (PC 30-01), and after taking testimony and considering concerns the Planning Commission voted unanimously to forward a request to the County Board recommending approval of the proposed Preliminary and Final Plat; and, 

WHEREAS, the Blue Earth County Board of Commissioners on the 25th Day of September, 2001, following proper notice held a public hearing regarding the proposed Preliminary and Final Plat, and following consideration of testimony, voted to approve the request; and,
WHEREAS, the Blue Earth County Board of Commissioners finds:
1.
The proposed subdivision conforms with the Land Use Plan.

2.
The proposed subdivision is consistent with the land use of the contiguous land.

3.
The soil conditions are adequate to support the proposed use.

4.
Adequate utilities, access roads, parking, drainage, and other necessary facilities have been or are being provided.

5.
The proposed subdivision will not degrade the water quality of the County.

6.
The proposed subdivision will not be injurious to the use and enjoyment of other property in the immediate vicinity for purposes already permitted.

7. The proposed subdivision will not impede the normal and orderly development and improvement of surrounding vacant property for the predominant uses in the area.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, by the Blue Earth County Board of Commissioners, that the request for approval of the Preliminary and Final Plat of Sterling Center Acres Subdivision, located in the R-1, Rural Residence Zone in the SW1/4 of the SE 1/4, Section 9, and the NW 1/4 of the NE 1/4, Section 16, both in Sterling Township, to be known and recorded as Sterling Center Acres, is hereby granted contingent upon the following conditions:

1.
The applicant acknowledges the advisory language included in the Blue Earth County Land Use Ordinance, Section 6, 0100.0601, Agricultural District, which states as follows:  The intent of this district is to allow extensive areas of Blue Earth County to be preserved in agricultural use.  Through the adoption of this ordinance amendment the Blue Earth County Board of Commissioners is expressing it’s intent to enhance and encourage agricultural operations within the boundaries of Blue Earth County.  The County will view the agricultural district as a zone in which land is used for commercial agricultural production.

Owners of property, residents, other users of property in the agricultural zone, and neighboring properties adjacent to the agricultural zone may be subjected to inconvenience or discomfort arising from normal and accepted agricultural practices and operations including, but not limited to: noise, odors, dust, operation of aircraft and late night operation of farm machinery, the storage and application of manure, fertilizers, soil amendments, herbicides, and pesticides associated with normal agricultural operations.

Owners of property, residents, other users of property in the agricultural zone, and neighboring properties adjacent to the agricultural zone, should be prepared to accept such inconveniences or discomfort from normal operations, and are hereby put on official notice, pursuant to Minnesota Statutes, Chapter 561.19, that this declaration may prevent them from obtaining a legal judgement against such normal operations.

2.
The Final Plat of Sterling Center Acres must be recorded within one year of approval by the Blue Earth County Board of Commissioners.

3.
The Final Plat shall show a 60 foot wide right of way platted for CSAH 1.

4.
Covenants and well agreement, if proposed, shall be recorded with the Final Plat.

5.
The applicant shall pay a $1320.00 Parkland Dedication Fee ( based on 5% of the combined assessed value of vacant Lots 3 and 4) to the County’s Dedicated Parkland Acquisition Fund prior to the recording of the Final Plat.

6.
Septic and construction permits shall be obtained prior to the commencement of construction.

Said approval shall be effective immediately and without publication.

7. That all separation distances from residences, seasonal water table, wells, wetlands, ditches, watercourses, tile inlets, etc., shall be as specified by MPCA Rules.

11.      That all manure storage structures must be designed by a registered engineer.  A copy of 
the designed plans must be submitted to Blue Earth County Environmental Services prior to the issuance of a construction permit.

12. That the applicant will furnish an as-built plan report to Environmental Services verifying that the concrete manure storage structure was constructed per approved engineered design plan.
