RESOLUTION

GRANTING FINAL PLAT APPROVAL 

OF HAZEN SUBDIVISION

SECTION 4, BEAUFORD TOWNSHIP

WHEREAS, Hazen Equipment Inc.,  owner of the following real estate in the County of Blue Earth, Minnesota, to wit:

Lot 1, Block One, B & R Subdivision, according to the plat thereof on file and of record with the Blue Earth County Recorder; the East 5.00 acres of the Southwest Quarter of the Southwest Quarter of Section 4; the South Half of the Southeast Quarter of the Southwest Quarter of Section 4; and that part of the North Half of the Southeast Quarter of the Southwest Quarter of Section 4, all in Township 106 North Range 26 West, all more particularly described as:

Beginning at the South Quarter Corner of Section 4; thence North 00 degrees 49 minutes 28 seconds West, (assumed bearing) along the North - South center line of Section 4, a distance of 862.00 feet to the southeast corner of Lot 6, Block One, B & R Subdivision No. 2, according to the plat thereof on file and of record with the Blue Earth County Recorder; thence South 87 degrees 46 minutes 42 seconds West, along the south line of said B & R Subdivision No. 2, a distance of 161.00 feet to the southwest corner of said B & R Subdivision No. 2, the same being the northeast corner of Lot 1, Block One, B & R Subdivision; thence continuing South 87 degrees 46 minutes 42 seconds West, along the north line of Lot 1, Block One, B & R Subdivision, 640.18 feet to the northwest corner of said Lot 1;  thence South 15 degrees 29 minutes 59 seconds along the westerly line of said Lot 1, a distance of 35.73 feet; thence South 42 degrees 10 minutes 55 seconds East, along the westerly line of said Lot 1, a distance of  221.12 feet to the most southerly corner of said Lot 1,  said point being on the north line of the South Half of the Southeast Quarter of the Southwest Quarter of Section 4; thence South 88 degrees 04 minutes 34 seconds West, along said north line, 652.50 feet to the point of intersection with the east line of the Southwest Quarter of the Southwest Quarter of Section 4; thence North 01 degrees 04 minutes 21 seconds West, along said east line, 660.02 feet to the northeast corner of the Southwest Quarter of the Southwest Quarter of Section 4; thence South 88 degrees 17 minutes 52 seconds West, along the north line of the Southwest Quarter of the Southwest Quarter of Section 4, a distance of 164.92 feet to the northwest corner of the East 5.00 acres of the Southwest Quarter of the Southwest Quarter of Section 4; thence South 01 degrees 04 minutes 21 seconds East, along the west line of the East 5.00 acres of the Southwest Quarter of the Southwest Quarter of Section 4, a distance of 1321.32 feet to the southwest corner of the East 5.00 acres of the Southwest Quarter of the Southwest Quarter of Section 4; thence North 87 degrees 51 minutes 13 seconds East, along the south line of the Southwest Quarter of Section 4, a distance of 1479.69 feet to the point of beginning. Containing 28.39 acres.

has submitted the Final Plat of Hazen Subdivision for approval; and

WHEREAS, the Final Plat of Hazen Subdivision meets the requirements of the Blue Earth County Zoning Ordinance; and

WHEREAS, the Planning Agency of the County has completed a review of the application and made a report pertaining to said request (PC 43-02 ), a copy of said report has been presented to the County Board; and

WHEREAS, the Planning Commission of the County on the 2nd day of October, 2002, following proper notice, held a public hearing regarding the request and, following the hearing, adopted a recommendation that the request for Final Plat Approval be approved; and

WHEREAS, the Blue Earth County Board of Commissioners finds:

1. That Hazen Subdivision conflicts with the current Land Use Plan and Subdivision Ordinance and that the applicant applied for the subdivision prior to the revisions of said Ordinance and Plan.

2. That the lots in the proposed subdivision meet the minimum standards of the County Zoning Ordinance.

3.
The proposed subdivision will not be injurious to other property in the immediate vicinity.

4.
The proposed subdivision will not adversely affect the water quality of the County.

5.
The proposed subdivision will not impede the normal and orderly development and improvement of surrounding and vacant property for the predominant uses in the area. 

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED,  by the Blue Earth County Board of Commissioners, that the request for Final Plat Approval of Hazen Subdivision is granted with the following conditions:

1. That Emily Court must be built according to the standards contained in the County Subdivision Ordinance prior to the issuance of any construction permits for Lots 3-7 with the exception of a construction permit to allow the non-conforming dwelling on Lot 2 to be moved.

2. That the non-conforming dwelling on Lot 2 must be removed from the property before any construction permits are issued for Lots 3-7.

3. That the surface water detention basin designed for the storm water management plan must be constructed prior to the issuance of any construction permits in the subdivision, with the exception of a construction permit to allow the non-conforming dwelling on Lot 2 to be moved.

4. That the drainage plan designed for the storm water management plan which shows how water will be conveyed to the surface water detention basin must be implemented before any construction permits are issued in the subdivision, with the exception of a permit to allow the non-conforming dwelling on Lot 2 to be moved.

5. That Lots 1 and 2 must have trees of at least 6 feet in height and a 1 inch trunk diameter in place sufficient to screen the residential lots from the commercial/industrial lots before any construction permits are issued for Lots 1 and 2.  An alternative screening method or methods approved by Environmental Services, such as fencing or densely planted hedges, may be implemented in place of or in combination with the trees.  Screening methods implemented should be based on recommendations from the Blue Earth County Soil and Water Conservation District.

WHEREAS, the Planning Agency of the County has completed a review of the application and made a report pertaining to said request (PC 49-02 ), a copy of said report has been presented to the County Board; and

WHEREAS, the Planning Commission of the County on the 4th day of December, 2002, following proper notice, held a public hearing regarding the request and, following the hearing, adopted a recommendation that the request for a Conditional Use Permit be granted; and

WHEREAS, the Blue Earth County Board of Commissioners finds that:

1.
That the manufactured home conforms with the County Land Use Plan.
2.
That the manufactured home will not degrade the water quality of the County.

3.
That the manufactured home will not adversely increase the quantity of water runoff.

4.
That soil conditions are adequate to accommodate the manufactured home.

5.
That the manufactured home does not create a potential pollution hazard.

6.
That adequate utilities, access roads, drainage and other necessary facilities have been or will be provided. 

7.
That the manufactured home will not be injurious to the use and enjoyment of other property in the immediate vicinity for the purposes already permitted.

8.
That the manufactured home will not impede the normal and orderly development and improvement of surrounding vacant property for predominant uses in the area.

9.
That the density of the residential development is not greater than the density of the surrounding neighborhood or not greater than the density allowed in the Agricultural Zoning District.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED,  by the Blue Earth County Board of Commissioners, that the request for a Conditional Use Permit extending the temporary use of a pre-code 12 foot by 60 foot manufactured home during the construction of a new home in an Agricultural Zoning District, is granted with the following conditions:

1.
The applicant shall obtain a Blue Earth County Construction Permit before a house or any buildings are constructed on the site.

2.
That the Conditional Use Permit extension shall be valid for temporary use of the pre-code manufactured home for two years during construction of a permanent dwelling and will expire on December 17, 2004.

3.
That upon completion of the permanent dwelling, replacement of the pre-code manufactured home with one that meets Minnesota State Manufactured Housing Code, or upon the expiration of the Conditional Use Permit on December 17, 2004, the pre-code manufactured home must be removed from the property and properly dismantled or disposed of in an approved manner.

4.
That no future extensions of this request or for any other pre-code manufactured home may be considered.
