PLANNING AND ZONING


Mr. Veryl Morrell, Land Use Administrator, and Mr. Scott Salsbury, Land Use/Natural Resource Planner, presented the following item to the Board. 

Commissioner Wortel moved and Commissioner Bruender seconded the motion to approve the following resolution: 

ORDINANCE AMENDING THE BLUE EARTH COUNTY CODE OF ORDINANCES  

TO PROHIBIT USE OF DERELICT MANUFACTURED HOMES FOR STORAGE PURPOSES OR OTHER NON-RESIDENTIAL PURPOSES.

WHEREAS;  Minnesota Statutes, Chapter 394, commonly known as the County Planning and Zoning Enabling Legislation, gives County Boards the authority to adopt and amend Official Controls to protect the public health, safety, and welfare; and,

WHEREAS, the Planning Commission of the County on the 8th  Day of January, 2003, following proper notice held a public hearing regarding the proposed amendments. After hearing testimony and considering the proposed amendments, the Planning Commission unanimously voted to forward a recommendation for approval to the County Board; and, 

WHEREAS, the Blue Earth County Board of Commissioners on the 22nd Day of March, 2003, following proper notice held a public hearing regarding the request, and following consideration of testimony, voted to adopt the proposed amendments; and,

WHEREAS, the Blue Earth County Board of Commissioners finds:

1.
The basic purpose of this amendment to the Blue Earth County Code of Ordinances is to protect the health, safety, and welfare of the general public.  Minnesota Statutes, Chapter 394.21 to 394.37 gives counties the authority to regulate land development by adopting and amending Official Land Use Controls.   

2.
The Blue Earth County Code permits manufactured housing to be utilized for residential purposes provided that it complies with the construction and installation standards set forth in Minnesota statutes 327.31-327.35 (Minnesota Manufactured Home Building Code).

3.
Manufactured homes constructed on or before July 1, 1972 are prohibited unless they have been upgraded to meet minimum requirements for homes constructed after July 1972.

4.
Derelict manufactured homes transported to private properties to be used for cold storage are often deteriorated, uninhabitable pre-code homes and/or homes which are in a very poor state of repair/neglect.  Quite often the homes have been gutted, windows and doors have been broken out, and/or aluminum siding has been partially stripped from the home.  

5.
Derelict manufactured homes are seldom anchored or secured and they often become fire hazards, attractive nuisances, repositories for solid waste and junk, and harborage for vermin/rodents.  Said homes pose threats to the health, safety, and general welfare of the public.

6.
Experience gained by staff with attempts to abate derelict manufactured homes demonstrates that additional language is needed in the County Code to facilitate the abatement of said homes.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED, by the Blue Earth County Board of Commissioners, that the proposed amendments set forth below, are hereby adopted.  Underlined text is text that is being added. 

1.
Amendment to the Blue Earth County Code of Ordinances, Section 24-3 , Definitions and word usage:

Manufactured Home, Derelict ... means any pre-code manufactured home or manufactured home that no longer complies with the Minnesota Manufactured Home Code.  This definition is applicable when said manufactured home is parked , stored, or abandoned and when it is no longer fit for (or being used for) human habitation. 

1. Amendment to the Blue Earth County Code of Ordinances, Section 24-312.  Environmental hazard abatement:  Add “Manufactured Home, Derelict”  to the list of environmental hazards to be abated in this section.

2. Amendment to the Blue Earth County Code of Ordinances, Section 24-307 Additional requirements, exceptions, and modifications: create a new subsection  (I) Derelict manufactured homes.  Existing structures meeting the definition of “manufactured home, derelict” as cited in this chapter, Section 24-3. definitions and word usage, must be removed from the premises and properly disposed within six months (6) of the adoption of this amendment.  Said derelict manufactured homes shall not be used as storage structures.
PASSED AND ADOPTED by the Blue Earth County Board of Commissioners this 25th Day of March, 2003.

WHEREAS, Winton Jones (owner) and Carlson Brothers, Inc. (applicant) of the gravel mining operation in the County of Blue Earth to wit:
The Southeast Quarter of the Northeast Quarter in Section 21, Township109, Range 29.

Is requesting a Conditional Use Permit to continue gravel mining activities and to conduct reclamation activities in a previously permitted gravel mine: and,

WHEREAS, the planning Agency of the County has completed a review of the application and made a report pertaining to said request (PC 12-03), a copy of said report has been presented to the County Board; and,

WHEREAS, the requested use does not conflict with the Land Use Plan, Gravel Mining Operations are a Conditional Use in the Agricultural Zoned District; and,

WHEREAS, the Blue Earth County Board of Commissioners finds:

1.
That the continued use conforms with the Land Use Plan.

2.
That with proper management, the continued use will not degrade the water quality of the County.

3.
That with proper management, the continued use will not adversely increase the

quantity of water runoff.

4.
That soil conditions are adequate to accommodate the continued use.

5.
That continuation of the conditional use does not create a potential pollution hazard.

6.
That adequate utilities, access roads, drainage and other necessary facilities have

been provided. 

7.
That continuation of the Conditional Use will not be injurious to the use and enjoyment of other property in the immediate vicinity for the purposes already permitted.

8.
That continuation of the established Conditional Use will not impede the normal and orderly development and improvement of surrounding vacant property for the

predominant uses in the area.

9.
That adequate measures have been or will be taken to prevent or control offensive odor, fumes, dust, noise, and vibration, so that none of these will constitute a nuisance, and to control lighted signs and other lights in such a manner that no disturbance to neighboring properties will result.

10.
The intensity of the continued use is not greater than the intensity of the

surrounding land uses.

The gravel mining and hot mix plant operations shall be conducted in compliance with the laws of the State of Minnesota, the Federal Government, and the Blue Earth County Zoning Ordinance, Section 17.

2.
The applicant shall obtain and maintain all air emissions and water quality permits as required by MPCA.

3.
Hours of operation shall be limited to 7:00 AM through 9:00 PM to prevent disturbance noise during normal sleeping hours, except for a one hour “quiet warm-up period” for hot mix plant operations beginning at 6:00 AM.

4.
Access points from and onto any road or highway shall be clearly indicated, and only those access points shall be utilized.  All access points must be approved by the appropriate jurisdictional agency.

5.
Trucks used in hauling materials from the site of excavation shall be loaded in such a manner as to minimize spillage onto public roadways.  Precautions must be taken to minimize the deposit of dirt and mined materials onto public roads or highways.  Any spillage resulting from overloading or from adhering to truck tires shall be removed at regular intervals.

6.
The amount of overburden to be removed shall not be in excess of that required to undertake operations in an economical manner.  Development toward the final reclamation plan shall be carried on as excavation progresses.

7.
Proposed back slopes, graded or back filled areas, or banks shall conform to the approved reclamation plan and shall be covered with sufficient topsoil to provide for re-vegetation.  Where ground cover or other planting is indicated on an approved plan, such planting shall be made in areas where excavation is completed and land is not being used for material storage, and shall be as recommended by the SWCD.

Upon completion of excavation, all buildings, plants, and equipment, shall be removed within six (6) months, unless such buildings, plants, and equipment will be used in the reclamation process.

Operating procedures will be utilized to control dust and noise so as not to be in conflict with adjoining property owners.

10.
Mining operations shall not be conducted closer than fifty (50) feet to the boundary of an adjoining property line, unless the written consent of the adjoining property owner is first secured.

11.
Excavating or stockpiling shall not be conducted closer that one hundred (100) feet to the right-of-way line of any existing or platted street, road, or highway, where such excavation may create a traffic or line of site problem.

12.
A Reclamation Performance Bond or Letter of Credit for $10,000 shall be presented and maintained to the County to guarantee that either upon termination of the permit or the operations, the ground surface of the land used shall be restored in conformity with the reclamation plan filed with the mining permit application.

13.
The applicant shall obtain a DNR Waters Appropriations permit if water is utilized for washing and screening operations.

14.
The remaining open-face of the exhausted mine located west of State Highway 68, will be reclaimed according to the reclamation plan submitted to and approved by the Blue Earth County Board for Conditional Permit number PC 08-98 Prior to the end of the 2003 construction season. 

15.
This permit shall be effective for a period of five years and will expire on March 25, 2008, after which it will be reviewed by the Blue Earth County Board.
